What time does Sunday school meet and how long are the sessions? (Sample—list the kinds of classes and the times they meet.)

All materials are approved by session. (Adult class members may be asked to purchase their own student books or books for special studies.)

Yes. Teachers and leaders receive training before the fall begins and support from the staff and Christian education committee throughout the year.

Are craft supplies and materials available?
Yes. The supply closet is well-stocked and special requests can be made in advance.
